Projecting Internet Videos
This should help you work out how to show an internet video in , for instance, a church service.

There are a number of steps required. We need to:

1. Get the video from the internet saved locally on our computer

You could stop here and still project the video, but it might be a bit tricky, so:

2. Convert the video to a format that can be inserted in MS PowerPoint (or other presentation software)

3. Create the presentation with the video

You could stop here and project using PowerPoint, but if you’re already using other projection software for words then it’s neater to continue:

4. Include the presentation in the ZionWorx (or other church service projection software) play list

So, let’s get to it
Get the video from the internet

1. We’re going to use RealPlayer’s plug-in to Internet Explorer to save the video to your computer. So make sure you’ve got at least the free version of RealPlayer installed (from www.real.com) and that it is set up to enable downloading of video (In RealPlayer go to Menu > Tools > Preferences > Download & Recording and tick Enable Web Downloading and Recording, also choose where you wish the files to be saved to)

2. Find the video that you require in Internet Explorer e.g. http://uk.youtube.com/watch?v=pForGNVftsw
3. When the page loads hover your mouse over the video you should see a button appear:
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 Click this button. If the button does not appear you can also right click on the video and choose Download This Video to RealPlayer
4. The RealPlayer Download and Recording Manager should start downloading your video.

5. When it is finished you may Play the video which will open the normal RealPlayer program to play the video.

6. (If you wish you can simply play the video in RealPlayer in your church service. This will give you the ability to control the start of the video if you don’t want it to start at the beginning)

Convert the Video to a more useful format

1. We’re going to use some free software to convert the video in to a format that can be inserted in to MS PowerPoint. Download and install Format Factory from www.formatoz.com
2. Open Format Factory and click the [image: image2.png]Al to WV



 button
3. Click the Add File button and find the file that RealPlayer downloaded, Click OK

4. Click on the Options button in Format Factory to choose the Output Folder for your converted video

5. Click Start in Format Factory

Create a Presentation to show including the video

1. Create a new PowerPoint presentation

2. Choose a slide layout that include media

3. Insert your movie

4. You will probably want to choose to have the movie play automatically when the side is shown

5. Delete any unnecessary text boxes that may be there

6. Resize your movie and otherwise make the slide look like you want it (A black background is probably preferable)

7. Show the Presentation to test if it works.

8. Save it!
9. If you move the video or PowerPoint presentation to a new location on your hard drive, or USB memory stick. You’ll need to check it still works in PowerPoint – if it doesn’t, you’ll have to re-insert it and then not move it again!

Insert in to Church Projection Software
1. Open ZionWorx and open your church service play list if you’ve already started one

2. Make sure the PowerPoint presentation that you just created is open in PowerPoint

3. Click on the PowerPoint tab at the bottom of ZionWorx

4. Make sure that your Video Presentation is listed and click on the arrow to add this presentation to the play list

5. Move the video presentation to the appropriate place in your service play list

6. Remember to plug the audio output from your computer in to the sound desk

7. Test, Test, Test
